We often think of obedience in
regards to Abraham, a man who was
obedient to follow God and trust the
promises that God spoke to him. We
may also think of Moses, another
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A .4 . "= older man who was led by the voice
# of God and was God’s instrument in
= bringing His people out of Egypt.
We sometimes forget about the obedience of a very young man,
described as a boy in 1st Samuel 3. It is here we see the purity of
obedience to God’s word, to God’s calling, by Samuel.

We should not think of God speaking only to the elderly, or
only to the young, or for that matter, only to anyone. God speaks in that
same, still small voice today that He spoke all of creation into existence.
God did not yell creation into existence, He spoke it. God is still
speaking today. Do you hear Him? Are you listening? Do you hear what
He is saying to you?

Some people mistakenly think God only speaks to a few when,
in fact, God has something for all of His children... if they will listen.
Maybe it is a job that only you can do. Maybe it is a telephone call only
you can make or a visit only you can perform. Maybe it is a class you
need to teach, or a song you need to sing.

When God calls, are you willing to answer with “Here | am,
Lord” or will you just not answer it at all? Are you listening, yet?
